As I write, the trees outside my window have exploded into bloom, and although the air is still
cool, the sun feels warm. Spring has definitely arrived on the lower BC coast. For most of us this
means that the boating season is about to begin. It’s time to dust off the gear, touch up the
paint, and get afloat. This applies to the Oarlock and Sail Boat Users Group fleet as much as it
does to members’ personal craft. In the coming weeks, work parties will be organised to get the
club’s boats in shape for the season. Participating in the OSBUG refit program is a good way to
learn about boat maintenance, so come out and help if you can.

For a number of years, this
event has been held at Deer Lake in Burnaby, but this year it has been decided to relocate to
the Vancouver Maritime Museum’s Heritage Harbour. Hand-launchable boats can be put in from
the beach right in the Harbour, and the Vanier Park launching ramps are nearby for those with
larger trailer-borne vessels. The change of location will facilitate use of the OSBUG fleet for the
event (provided that sufficient OSBUG members are present to command the OSBUG boats).
Depending on the dictates of tide and weather, we will either cruise into English Bay, or else
venture up False Creek. This is always an enjoyable evening, so come out whether or not you
have a boat of your own. Every effort will be made to get all comers afloat.

The June Float-in is the last monthly Oarlock and Sail meeting until September. However, there
are lots of wooden boat related activities throughout the summer to keep everyone occupied
(see calendar of events). The local highlight is the 19th annual Vancouver Wooden Boat
Festival, which will take place on Granville Island, August 24 – 27, 2006. As usual, lots of
volunteers are needed to staff the Oarlock and Sail exhibit in Market Square, and also to help
with the Family Boatbuilding project. Consider taking a few days off work, and “doing the
Festival”. It’s always fun, and you meet lots of interesting people, some of whom will become
new club members. It adds a lot to the Oarlock and Sail area, if a few members’ boats are
displayed. Polish up your bright work, and bring your boat (entering for judging is optional). Find
out how many secret admirers you (or at least your boat) have!

Another summer activity will be commencement of a new boat restoration project in the Heritage
Harbour boat shed. As soon as the “Diablo” hull is moved out of the shed, repair work will
commence on “D’Arcy”. This seaworthy 16-1/2 foot clinker-built pulling boat has three rowing
stations (see article, this edition). In due course, “D’Arcy” will join the OSBUG fleet. Stand by for
announcements of when the Saturday morning sessions on this project will begin, and plan to
get involved.

Finally, I am pleased to welcome our new Wood and Water editor, Larry Westlake. After five
and a half years of outstanding work, Burtt Fidler has retired from the editorial post. All will
agree that Burtt has consistently produced a very high quality publication, and for this I extend,
on behalf of Oarlock and Sail, our deep gratitude.

Larry will be especially appreciative of newsletter material submitted by the general
membership.
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Vogler Dinghy Restored

Vogler Brothers Boatbuilders constructed the illustrated 11-foot clinker-built dinghy at their shop
in Victoria, circa 1950. For many years she was used as a livery boat at the Yellow Point Lodge
on Vancouver Island. With the advent of fibreglass boats and outboard motors in the 60’s, boats
like the Vogler dinghy fell out of favour for livery use. At this juncture, the dinghy joined a pile of
wooden boats that were condemned to a fiery end. Enter the Alistair Gordon family who rescued
her from the boat bonfire, repaired her and enjoyed many years of recreational rowing in her.
Eventually, the old Vogler “wore out”, but rather than discard her, the Gordons sentimentally
stored the dinghy in the rafters of their garage. Thankfully, when garage demolition loomed in
2002, the dinghy received yet another reprise when Alistair donated her to the Oarlock and Sail
Wooden Boat Club.

Thanks to its dry storage in the Gordons’ garage, the boat was a good candidate for restoration.
After hundreds of hours of painstaking work by club volunteers, the boat is now fully restored.
The efforts of the many club members who contributed to this project were celebrated with an
official relaunching ceremony that was held at the Vancouver Maritime Museum’s Heritage
Harbour on September 17, 2005. In the autumn sun, the boat looked resplendent with fresh
paint and polished brass, and she rowed just as sweetly as she looked. Alistair’s son Donald
attended the relaunching, and after rowing her around the Harbour, he declared her handling to
be just as he remembered it from his boyhood. This summer, the boat, now known as “Vogler”,
will join the fleet of boats available to the Oarlock and Sail Boat Users Group (see more
information about OSBUG on the following pages).

Can you picture yourself aboard a classic wooden skiff, enjoying the waters of English
Bay and False Creek? (If not, the accompanying picture may help.)  If you would like to
put yourself in this picture, the Oarlock and Sail Boat Users Group may be for you.

Thanks to the on-going boatbuilding and boat restoration efforts of Oarlock and Sail
volunteers, the club has a growing fleet of classic wooden boats.  OSBUG was
established in 2004 to enable Oarlock and Sail members to utilize the club’s fleet for
recreational boating.  From spring through fall, a selection of boats is kept in the water
at the Maritime Museum’s Heritage Harbour docks.  Oars and other gear are kept in the
boat shed in the harbour.  This arrangement makes it very convenient to nip down and
take a boat out for a row on a summer’s evening (or at any other time that suits).

To qualify for OSBUG membership, applicants must be members in good standing of
the Oarlock and Sail Wooden Boat Club, and must hold a Pleasure Craft Operator Card.
Once these prerequisites are met, a one-page application must be submitted, together
with annual OSBUG dues of $50.  The application form is included in this newsletter. on
the following pages.  The dues go towards insurance and maintenance costs.
Applicants agree to abide by the OSBUG rules and regulations, which are also
reproduced in this issue.  Once these formalities are dealt with, you are ready for a
season of fun on the water.  If anyone doubts that this is a good bargain, they should
check out the cost of boats and boating equipment at one of the local marine stores.

For the 2006 season, the OSBUG fleet is expected to consist of the 12-foot flat-
bottomed skiff “Sam Mc”, the 14-foot Bank dory “Olas”, and the 11-foot round-bottomed
clinker dinghy “Vogler”.  Several orientation sessions will be scheduled this spring.  Join
OSBUG and get out on the water!
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Rules and Regulations
Oarlock and Sail Boat Users Group (OSBUG)

1. The governing body of the Oarlock and Sail Boat Users Group shall be the Board of Directors of
the Oarlock and Sail Wooden Boat Club.

2. All OSBUG members must possess and carry with them while using OSBUG boats, a valid
Pleasure Craft Operator Card attesting that the holder is competent to operate a pleasure craft
as indicated in the “Competency of Operators of Pleasure Craft Regulations of the Canada
Shipping Act”.

3. No OSBUG boat shall proceed to sea unless legally required safety equipment is aboard. For
the rowboats and sailboats of the OSBUG fleet operating in daylight hours, this consists of one
approved PFD or lifejacket for each person aboard, one buoyant heaving line of not less than
15m (50 feet) length, one bailer or manual bilge pump, and a sound-signalling device (whistle or
horn).

4. All OSBUG boats putting to sea must be under command of a registered member of the Oarlock
and Sail Boat Users Group. Before setting out, the person in command shall inspect the boat for
any obvious damage or defect(s), shall ensure that the required safety equipment is aboard,
and shall be satisfied that the vessel is seaworthy.

5. All persons aboard OSBUG boats must wear an approved personal floatation device (PFD) or
lifejacket at all times.

6. Prior to embarking, a trip plan shall be filed in the book provided. Trip plans shall include name
of boat being used, persons aboard, departure time, boating area, and expected time of return.
Upon return, participants shall sign in with actual return time.

7. Before putting out to sea, OSBUG members shall assess weather and tidal current conditions
and shall exercise seamanlike discretion. If in doubt, ask an experienced member.

8. No OSBUG boat shall put to sea if fog is present or expected to form in the near future.
9. All OSBUG boats shall return to the Heritage Harbour docks not later than one-half hour before

sunset, except on fireworks nights. On fireworks nights no OSBUG boat shall remain at sea past
the hour of 3:00 PM.

10. Upon returning to the dock, boats shall be properly secured or stowed, and equipment shall be
stored in the boat shed.

Optional Recommendations

11. If available, it is recommended that a cell phone or hand-held VHF radio be carried aboard. In
case of emergency, Canadian Coast Guard can be contacted on VHF channel 16, or by phone
through 911. For general enquiries, call the Kitsilano base at 604-666-1840.

12. Although some PFD’s are generally available in the boat shed, it is strongly recommended that
OSBUG participants purchase their own personal floatation devices or lifejackets. If you
purchase your own PFD, you will be sure of a good fit. Properly fitting floatation gear is essential
for both safety and comfort.

I, the undersigned, a member of the Oarlock and Sail Wooden Boat Club, and holder of a Pleasure Craft
Operator Card (issued following the successful completion of a Canadian Coast Guard accredited test),
hereby apply for membership in the Oarlock and Sail Boat Users Group (a sub-group that is part of the
Oarlock and Sail Wooden Boat Club (OLAS)). Subject to payment of the annual OSBUG fee of $50.00
(covering the period May 1 through April 30) and demonstration of my boating knowledge and
competence to authorized representatives of OLAS, membership in OSBUG will entitle me to use boats
of the Oarlock and Sail Wooden Boat Club fleet at such times and places as may be specified from time
to time by the OLAS Board of Directors.

I have read, and agree to abide by, the Oarlock and Sail Boat Users Group "Rules and Regulations" as
printed on the reverse side of this document. Failure to follow the OSBUG rules may result in revocation
of OSBUG membership. In such instance, a partial refund of the OSBUG fee may be made at the
discretion of the Oarlock and Sail Wooden Boat Club's Board of Directors.

I acknowledge that the small wooden boats comprising the OLAS fleet are built and/or maintained by
amateur volunteers. As an OSBUG participant, I recognize that by undertaking a voyage of any length
whatsoever in one of OLAS's boats I am exposing myself to significant risks, some of which are unknown
and/or unpredictable.

In consideration of being permitted to participate in OSBUG, I hereby assume, on behalf of myself, my
heirs, executors, administrators and assigns, all risk of loss or damage to property or of personal injury or
death arising directly or indirectly from use of boats of the OLAS fleet. I hereby agree to waive my rights
to take legal action against, and release and forever discharge the Oarlock and Sail Wooden Boat Club,
the OLAS Board of Directors, individual members of OLAS (collectively the "OSBUG Organizers") and the
Vancouver Maritime Museum (VMM), from and against any and all claims, actions, costs or expenses and
demands in respect to death, injury, loss or damage to my person or property, howsoever caused, arising
out of or connected with my participation in OSBUG, notwithstanding that the same may have been
contributed to, caused or occasioned by the negligence of the OSBUG Organizers or the VMM.

I understand that I may invite guests who are not OSBUG members to go boating with me in a vessel of
the OLAS fleet. In such instances I will be considered to be in command of the vessel, and I will therefore
be fully responsible for the safety of the boat and guest(s) .I hereby indemnify and save harmless the

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A Classic Lapstrake Rowboat joins the Oarlock And Sail Club fleet
           "D'Arcy" Skiff  -  built 1975 by Derry Carter    by Bill Boyd

A few months ago now, White Rock resident
Liane O’Grady walked into the Alder Bay
Boat Shop on Granville Island in Vancouver,
and approached owner David Bradford,
asking him if he, or anybody he knew, would
be interested in taking on the restoration of
an old wooden rowing boat; an O’Grady
family heirloom, named D’Arcy.

David fields questions and inquires about
old wooden boats every day in his shop, but
he quickly realized by Liane’s enthusiastic
and intimate knowledge about this old
vessel’s history, that he had to see D’Arcy
for himself. I’m sure David had another club “project” in mind as he hopped on his motorcycle and rode off to
White Rock to see Liane’s old family rowboat. D’Arcy was lying trailerless in the garage, patiently awaiting the
next stage of her life.

The O’Grady family was brought up around small wooden boats. For 25 years, they used D’arcy, summer and
winter, to cruise the islands off Victoria and Sidney, camping under oar power and enjoying the natural beauty of
the Southern Gulf Islands.  D’arcy was the third small wooden rowboat the O’Grady family owned and had used in
this unique but classic British Columbian recreational endeavour of a by-gone era. Her father had her
commissioned in 1975, by long time Vancouver Island wooden boat-builder Derry Carter. Liane’s father wanted a
seaworthy rowboat that could be safely handled in fair conditions in the inshore waters around Victoria and
Sidney.  Built of red and yellow cedar, she is 161/2 feet long and has a beam of 5', with three rowing stations, to
accommodate a growing family. Roomy stern sheets, enabled mom and the family dog to comfortably navigate
the family through the often tricky tidal waters off southern Vancouver Island. As Liane puts it, “D’Arcy was the
fulfillment of her families dreams”.

Over her 25 year history, D’Arcy was moored at Tsehum Harbour, Oak Bay and Canoe Cove, thus enabling the
O’Grady’s to regularly row as far north as Prevost Island and as far south as Trail Island, Victoria and the Gorge
Waterway. Liane tells me that on various occasions the family rowed from Canoe Cove to D’Arcy Island (her
namesake) and back in a single day, a total of 20 miles. By catching a 3 knot tidal advantage off Sidney Island, a
day trip to the crabbing grounds was a breeze. In fact, the O’Grady family cruising motto was, “Let the tide do the
work”.

For health reasons, Liane’s father is no longer able to skipper D’Arcy, and families grow up and move away.
Liane, for sentimental reasons, could not relinquish her, so she found a temporary berth for her in a White Rock
garage, with high hopes of restoring her to her former glory and give other people the pleasure of rowing in her.
After attending the official re-launch of our Vogler skiff last fall, Liane has confidence that the Oarlock and Sail
Wooden Boat Club could be the answer she is looking for.

The club views D’Arcy as an opportunity to get more people on the water in an interesting and historically
significant old, but not too old, wooden boat. She does need some work, mainly cosmetic, with a couple of planks
requiring attention, however, nothing to the extent our Vogler restoration required.  According to Charles Moore,
our resident maritime historian, D’Arcy’s builder, Derry Carter, spent his whole life building wooden boats along
the coast. He apprenticed between 1908 and 1910 under Andy Wallace at the Wallace Shipyards (later Burrard
Drydocks ) where he earned 80 cents a day. He worked for years as a shipwright at various yards, building mainly
work boats for the fishing industry. After WWII, Derry worked independently, designing and building primarily
pleasure boats on the island, but always in wood. D’Arcy would have been one of his last building projects, as
carved clearly into the stem under D’Arcy’s foredeck is the number 870, an almost unbelievable accomplishment
for any professional boat-builder, however not surprising for the times as he lived well into his nineties.

The club looks forward, with honour and gratitude, to getting D’Arcy out of her present berth, and into
surroundings where we can restore her to her old self again. We hope to have the shop at the Vancouver
Maritime Museum’s Heritage Harbour freed up shortly, so we can aim for a summertime launch, and who knows,
perhaps a trip to Bowen Island as a second maiden voyage.  Liane tells me they used to row past Bill Garden’s
island home ( the famous BC boat builder) near Canoe Cove, and he would holler from his boat shed, “If you do
that every day, you’ll live to be 100".  Sounds like a good motto for our organization, doesn’t it?

I am currently running a workshop in Pender
Harbour where students are building a
modified Handliner from measurements that
Will Thompson took off Roy Malyea's 1937
boat.  We are following Will's description of
the strip-building method closely.

The typical Handliner hull shape, very full
amidship but fine in the ends, caused some
difficulties with the strips near the keel,
which twist 90

o 
in less than 3 feet, and

cannot be steamed because of the glued-
seam construction. The solutions to this and
other problems we have overcome are being
documented and will be published with the
plans so that others can build without the fun
(frustration and uncertainty) that we had.

The nailed-strip lower hull is shown here just
before attaching the wide plank sheerstrake.

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Strike, Strike the Bell!
Editorial by Larry Westlake

"Let us go below."  My first issue as Editor is
saved, closed, and sent off for publication.

One reason I took on the job of editor is that I
believe the web-posted newsletter now has the
potential to encourage and stimulate far more
wooden-boat activities than those that occur
within the club alone.

I live on the Sunshine Coast, which makes it
impossible for me to attend many club
meetings.  In spite of the isolation imposed by
distance and ferries, I have found membership
in OLAS to be very rewarding.  This has been
due largely to the newsletter, which kept me
informed and interested even at a distance.  I
think that others like me outside the Vancouver
area would also benefit if they knew about us,
and would choose to take advantage of our
Associate Membership.  If you travel this
summer, please print out a copy or two of the
newsletter and drop them off where they will
be seen.

The newsletter does more than simply
announce events and inform members who do
not make it to meetings.  Because it is now
posted to a website, it constitutes a permanent
record that is accessible to anyone who shares
our interest in wooden boats.

The announcement of the relaunch of "Vogler"
gives closure to a project that has figured large
in club activities for quite a while, educated
many members to the specifics of wooden
boat repair and restoration, and provided many
excellent photographs to inspire and motivate
other amateur restorers.  The photo shows
clearly what a pretty little boat it is, and the
story with its verbal image of a stack of
'useless' wooden boats piled to burn is enough
to make you weep.

I feel that the OSBUG initiative covered by
another article in this issue is a very important
development for the club, since the subject we
love to celebrate can be distorted by romantic

notions, and can become meaningless if the
small vessels are not used frequently enough
to become familiar with them.  Only
experience over time will teach us their
specific qualities and allow us to understand
them as functional objects with individual
characteristics and quirks.  No amount of
reading or historical perspective can
substitute for the actual experience of the
boats themselves, but that experience is an
expensive and difficult thing for an individual
to obtain in isolation.  The variety of craft that
the Club now offers creates opportunities for
experience and comparison that most of us
cannot hope to obtain in any other way.
There are possibilities for appreciation here
that will only increase as the Oarlock And Sail
Club continues to add variety and number of
vessels to its collection.

The executive of the club has been the major
source of articles in past newsletters,
because they are among the most
knowledgeable members.  I know that there
are people in the general membership who
have well developed writing skills, and I invite
you to submit articles for publication that will
encourage and inspire other wooden-boat
lovers world-wide via our on-line publication.
The guest speaker events are currently
ephemeral, but if written up as articles, they
would contribute in many cases to a
permanent historical record (Thompson,
Davidson, and others) without requiring
advanced wooden-boat expertise on the part
of the writer.

I will be trying out a page format that is
intended to make it easier for people to use
our newsletter content as information sheets.
Where possible I will format articles so that
one or two pages can be printed at home and
distributed as reference material where this
would be useful.

The Oarlock And Sail Wooden Boat Club has
been an inspiration to others besides myself
here on the Sunshine Coast.  We are as yet
below the critical mass necessary to form a
local branch or clone of the club, but the day
will come soon.
