Summer greetings to all members and friends of the Oarlock and sail Wooden Boat Club!
Thisisthe season that all wooden boat fanciers ook forward to, when we venture out in
our lovingly built or painstakingly restored craft to enjoy the warm summer breezes, and
long hours of daylight. For those who don’t own a boat, the Oarlock and Sail Boat Users
Group (OSBUG) offers excellent boating opportunities to qualified persons at the bargain
price of $70 per year ($20 Oarlock and Sail membership, plus $50 OSBUG fee). This
year, OSBUG has a 12-foot skiff and a 14-foot dory moored at the Maritime Museum’s
Heritage harbour docks and available for members’ use. There is also an 8-foot pram
available. This latter boat is kept stored in the boat shed in the harbour.

Of course, summer is also the time of wooden boat festivals. A few festivals have come
and gone already, but many more are yet to happen. Seattle’s Lake Union Wooden Boat
Festival, staged by the Centre for Wooden Boats was held on the July 4 weekend.

Last but not least, the completion of our two-year-plus restoration of the
Vogler clinker-built skiff will be celebrated at the Vancouver festival. A relaunching
ceremony has been tentatively scheduled for Saturday, August 27.
